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1. You w ill be required  to type som e assignmen ts, and you  will be requ ired to use Intern et sources fo r academic

research and in-class activities.  

2. Assignments that require the use of computers can be accomplished at school.  A personal computer at home is 

desirable but not necessary.

3. Any conduct that would jeopardize your password access to the NDHS network will seriously affect your ability to 

complete these assignments. T his would be extrem ely “unwise grade-wise.”

ASSIGNMENTS:

1. Handwritten assignments should be neatly done in black or dark blue ink on regular loose leaf paper.  Paper torn 

out of a spiral notebook is unacceptable.

2. Word processed assignments m ust be printe d on plain  white paper (standard letter size), and 1.5 or double

spaced between lines of type unless specifically instructed otherwise. Use one  inch margins (all four sides),

and a standard 12 point font.      

3. Crossing out and uncorrected word processing errors are unacceptable.  Use "white out" to correct handwritten

errors and typos that are discovered after your paper has been printed.

4. Assignments must be written in complete sentences unless specifically instructed otherwise.

5. Assignments that are more than one page in length must be stapled.

6. Assignments are due at the beginning  of class.

7. Points will be deducted for each  if   "white out," staples and correct paper are not used.  Points will also be 

deducted for blatant spelling errors and if there is no real attempt to write in complete sentences.

8. Special directions and requ irements will be provided for any  major assignments. 

ABSENCE/LATE WOR K POLICY FOR ASSIGNM ENTS:

1. ANY TIME AN ASSIGNMENT IS NOT TURNED IN ON THE DAY IT IS DUE, INCLUDING

ABSENCE, YOU MUST ATTACH A NOTE OF EXPLANATION FROM A PARENT OR

GUARD IAN.  

a. USE THE “LATE WORK” FORM THAT HAS BEEN PROVIDED.

b. THE LATE WORK FORM MUST BE STAPLED TO THE FRONT OF THE ASSIGNMENT.

2.  There will be a grading penalty for any assignment turned in late for reasons other than absence or serious 

emergency.

3. There is no grading penalty for assignments that are one day late due to absence or serious emergency.

a. If you need more than o ne day, negotiate a new  due date with M s. Seifermann. 

b. If this date is missed, your grade will be lowered.

4. The later any assignment is turned in, the greater the grading penalty will be.
