Sociology Articles Reviews

Requirements:
1. Four feature-length articles from news magazines or scholarly journals are required.
2. 2-3 full word processed pages of precis/evaluation content are required.
3. Articles must be chosen from print or electronic sources.
See MsSWork for some possible Internet sources.
1. Sociology Web Sites;
2. General Resources: Search Engines, Reference, Libraries; In the News; Religion;
Student Goals, Careers, Interests.

4. Articles must be chosen on the basis of their relevance to class work: no more than one article for any one topic.

5. One inch margins, 12 point default font. Staple each separately. Use a two pocket folder to hand them in.
Grammatical errors will affect your grade.

6. Be prepared to share what you learned with your classmates.

7. Two person teams may work together on this assignment.
For team reviews, 4-5 pages are required for each review.

Format for each review:

1. Title

2. Bibliographic citation.

3. Brief precis of the article--one paragraph only--no more than four sentences.

4. Extended evaluation of the article which demonstrates its relevance to class work. Address issues such as:
--How does the article relate to ideas in the text?
--How does the articles increase your awareness or add to you knowledge of sociological concepts?
--Use terms learned in class as they apply to article contents and justify application with direct references to

points made in the article.

Extra Credit:

1. Extra relevant television programs may be added for extra credit.

2. Extra credit work will be graded separately.

3. Extra work should follow the same format--adapt the format for television programs in a reasonable way.
