Independent Quilt Project Instructions
Overview:  Quilt projects require students in the 7th Grade to conduct independent research to visually represent and orally present the information on a square poster decorated to resemble a quilt pattern.  The following projects will affect quarter grades in reading, writing, math, technology, library, art, speaking and listening:  
· African-American Scientist/Inventor Project #1: Research on an African-American scientist or inventor whose work impacted society. 
Subject Due: 1/19/06
Project Due: 2/7/06
· Women’s Herstory Project #2:  Read a biographical book about a famous woman.  The book must be brought to class for approval. 

Subject Due: 1/26/06
Project Due: 3/7/06
· Unity Project#3:  Research on a famous individual or organization of any culture whose life was dedicated to uniting people. 

Subject Due: 2/2/06

Project Due: 3/28/06
· Research Report/Project#4: Select one of your approved quilt project subjects to write a typed five-page report.  Expand your research to include in-depth information about your subject. Follow the 12 steps of How to Write a Research Paper.  Submit assignments (i.e., subject, references, thesis statement, typed report) on the specified due dates. Specific instructions on writing a research paper will be provided.  




Subject Due: 3/9/06

Final Due: 5/22/06
Requirements: 1) Research must be collected from at least three different sources, five different references.  2) Accurate notes must be kept making sure to summarize and cite information by submitting a properly formatted bibliography.  3) Collect artifacts and summarize information (paraphrased) neatly the display board. 4) Orally present the information displayed on the poster board (illustrated below). The information required is described in each square below.

	An important quote made by your subject and a brief explanation of when, why, where the statement was made.
	A drawing, illustration or picture of a symbol that you believe represents your subject’s beliefs and an explanation of why you selected the symbol.
	Trivia about your subject that others may not know

	A political map showing where your subject was born (continent, country, state, city/county)
	A picture, drawing or illustration of subject
Name of subject

Your name
	Create a timeline with proper intervals of the significant events in the subject’s life from birth to death (or through the current year).

	A picture or illustration with a caption of the subject’s notable action doing what made he/she/it famous
	A 1-2 paragraph summary of the subjects actions, ideals, habits that helped make them famous
	Collage of pictures or illustrations with captions that show explain any aspect of the subject’s life, not mentioned in another square. 


NOTE:  All subjects must be approved at least 3 weeks before the project is due.  If your subject is not approved within this time frame, the project will not be accepted.  No duplications of subjects by students in the same class may.  

Materials: light cardboard posters, construction paper, large scissors, yard stick, markers, glue stick or tape, and unlined paper.  A rectangular poster must be cut down to a square of equal length (no less than 21” on each side).  The square poster should then be divided into nine equal square measured in inches.  Be creative to display all of the information within each square.  Instructions and assistance will be given on how to cut the posters and make the proper divisions.  A sample project will be on display.  
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
